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ORDER DENYING EXPORT PRIVILEGES

A, Denial of Export Privileges of Maurice Subilia

On November 18, 2005, in the ULS. District Cound in the District of Massachusetts,
Maurice Subilia (“Subilia”) was convicted of vielating the Export Administration Act of 1979, as
amended (currently codified at 50 U.S.C. app. §§ 2401-2420 {2000y (the "Act™)!.  Specifically,
subilia was convicied of knowingly exporting and causing to he exported from the United States
to India, a contrelled commadity, to wit, a component, accessory and controls for an isostatic
press, that is, a control panel which consisted of, amﬂﬁg other things, an operating control
cabinet, a power/pressure control cabinet, and digital controllers and recorder, without having
first obtained the required export icense from the LL.5. Department of Commerce.

In addition to the vielation of the Act, the Subilia was convicted of conspiring to vielate

the Act in violation of 18 ULS.C. 371 (2000) and aiding and abetting in violation of 13 11.8.C. 2

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{20003, Subilia was ordered to serve six months community confinement, and one vear home
cenfinement followed by one and one half years probation, as well as a $250,000 fine,
Section 11(h) of the Act and Section 766.23 of the Export Administration Regulations

{“Regulations”y provide, in pertinent part, that “[tthe Director of Exporter Services, in
constliation with the Director of the Office of Export Enforcement, may deny export privileges
of any person who has begn convicted of a violation of L. . Act,” for a period not to exceed 10
years from the date of conviction. 15 CUF.R. 85 766.25(a) and {d). In addition, Section 750.8 of
the Regulations states that BIS™s Office of Exporter Services may revoke any BIS Hcenses
previously issued in which the person had an interest 1n at the time of bis conviction,

I have received notice of the Subilia’s conviction for violating the Act, and L, following
consultations with the Export Enforcement, including the Director, Office of Export
Enforcement, have decided to deny the Subilia’s export privileges under the Regudations for a
period of 10 years from the date of his conviction. Bue to exceptional circumstances, this Order
is being issued without prior notice or opporunity to respond.

Mo person may, directly or indirectly, do any of the following:

Fxport or reexport to or on behalf of the Dented Person any tem subject to the
Regulations;

Take any action that facilitates the acquisition or attempted acquisition by the
Denied Person of the ownership, possession, or control of any item subject t the

Regulations that has been or will be exported from the Usnited States, including
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financing or other support activities related to a transaction whereby the Denied
Person acquires or attempts to acquire such ownership, possession or control;

C. Take any action to acquire from or to facilitate the acquisition or attempted
acquisition from the Denied Person of any item subject to the Regulations that has
been exported from the United States;

1R Obtain from the Dented Person in the United States any item subiect (o the
Regulations with knowledge or reason to know that the item will be, or is
intended to be, exported from the United States; or

E. Engage n any transaction to service any Hem subject to the Repgulations that has
been or will be exported from the United States and which is owned, possessed or
controlled by the Denied Person, or service any item, of whatever origin, that 1s
owned, possessed or controlied by the Denied Person if such service wvolves the
use of any item subject to the Regulations that has been or will be exported from
the United States. For purposes of this paragraph, servicing means instaliation,
maintenance, repair, modification or testing.

ik After notice and opportunity for comment as provided in section 766,23 of the

Regulations, any other person, firm, corporation, or business organization related o Subilia by
atfiliation, ownership, conirol, or position of responsibility in the conduct of trade or related

services may also be made subject to the provisions of this Order.
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IV.  This Order does not prohibit any export, reexport, or other transaction subject to
the Regulations where the only items involved that are subject to the Regulations are the foreign-

pradoced direct produoct of ULS ~origin technology.

Y. This Order is effective immediately and shall remain in effect until Movember 18§,
2015,
Vi Inaccordance with Part 756 of the Regulations, Subilia may file au appeal of this

Order with the Under Secretary of Commeree for Industry and Security. The appeal must be
filed within 43 days from the date of this Order and must comply with the provisions of Part 736
of the Regnlations.
